just in time for Christmas . It was a massive team 
effort intricately coordinated in a very short period 
of time, but the results and reactions were 
amazing.  The greatest gift you can give a 
community is education and this donation will 
have long lasting positive outcomes for many years.  
The channel Nine Today show ran the story and it 
received an enormous amount of recognition and 
interest with the YouTube clip alone getting over 
forty thousand views.

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It IS all it’s cracked up to be  Building and preparing a rally 
car is a big job and to keep them in reliable and safe working condition, 
they require ongoing maintenance, always remembering that prevention 
is far better than cure.  Often when you’re stuck beside a rough and dusty 
track miles from anywhere there is no cure.  We are very fortunate that 
we have some incredibly talented, knowledgeable and time generous 
people with in our group and they are only too happy to help you with 
advice should you wish to seek it and ask questions.  If at anytime you 
want or need to know anything, please do not be shy.  Give us a call here 
at RBR HQ and we will be happy to direct you to the perfect person to 
help with your query.  Any question, anywhere, anytime, we are all 
happy to help.  An hour on the phone now can save everyone hours, or 
even days out in the bush. 
One thing that is not common knowledge but is incredibly important and 
very cheap reassurance is crack testing critical components such as axles, 
steering arms, stub axles….  Apart from the labour to remove and replace, 
the cost of crack testing is negligible and can pick up a problem that 
could potentially save you a lot of money and heartache.  The pictures 
here are the stub axles off Car 109 Mammary Masseurs.  Marty thought these were just fine and good to 
go round again.  While he was doing some other routine maintenance he thought he should get them 
looked at.  Yep, although not visible to the naked eye, they were cracked right through.  Now this has 
not only saved him a lot of potential damage to the car, he has also been saved a good clip under the 
ear from his wife Rowena who would not have taken kindly to sitting by the track for three hours 
waiting for it to be fixed or towed into town by the sweeps.  

QLD Special Interest Vehicle Registration 

& the Toowoomba Auto Club  A lot our RBR 
cars are now over thirty years old and eligible for special 
registration.  If your car is thirty years or older, hopefully 
you are aware of this initiative and are already on to it.  
To be eligible you need to be a financial member of a Car 
Club and have them inspect your car and issue a letter of 
compliance.
